A revised draft of the Nornalup Character Study has been 
prepared which includes recommendations for the preser-
vation of the natural environment and  
cultural heritage of the area, including its Aboriginal heri-
tage. 
The documents is being put out for public comment for 
28 days before it becomes part of the Shire of  
Denmark’s  planning policy. 
This is bringing to a conclusion a long process which be-
gan in May 2006, when the Nornalup Residents and  
Ratepayers Association asked the Council to do  
something to preserve the unique character of  
Nornalup. 
The first draft was limited to a description of the  
settlement, streetscape and house characteristics and 
made recommendations for future subdivision and  
infill development, street frontages, fencing and  
landscaping, roads and new buildings, which are things 
Local Governments normally control. 
When this was presented to a public meeting in January 
last year those at the meeting said planning for the area 
should also include Nornalup’s natural setting and  
cultural heritage. 
Based on this, South Coast NRM provided funds under 
their “Restoring Connections” program for the  
preparation of a Cultural Heritage Assessment. 
The new draft includes not only the original built  
environment recommendations but chapters on  
Environmental Values, which provides a description of

the environmental features, conditions and climate, and 
Cultural Heritage, which  sets out the settlement’s  
heritage values and makes management recommendations 
for their preservation. 
The draft says “The over-riding management  
recommendation for this area is to maintain, as much as 
possible, its natural state and provision the area in slight 
to moderate ways, while encouraging further research 
into the unique natural and cultural history. 
“Traditional owners agree that certain areas should be left 
in pristine, wilderness state, and promotion or  
development of the area is likely to ultimately degrade 
the associated cultural resources.”

Asserting that the quality of the water and native  
vegetation is the primary concern for maintaining the  
cultural integrity of the area, it recommends a wide  
vegetation buffer along the waterway, fenced off from 
stock with a process of weed and feral animal control. 
“Looking after the bush is as important today as it ever 
has been for the Traditional Owners,” the draft document 
says. An agenda that focuses on maintaining the cultural 
resources associated with this area has great potential to 
provide an effective process for ongoing ecological/
biodiversity management, with a number of flow-on  
effects in the realm of public education and community 
engagement in the process.” 
It recommends research, education and training  
programmes to improve knowledge and land management 
skills  
The draft strongly recommends that the Shire of  
Denmark, DEC, and other relevant agencies implement 
mechanisms that directly integrate existing planning  
processes with heritage programmes.  
It says any future disturbance to heritage places should be 
fully investigated and measures taken to act if it is 
deemed appropriate protective measures have not been 
put in place or have not been followed.

Preferences give 
Crook win over 
Tuckey 
The possibility we reported in last week’s issue became a 
reality on Saturday. There was a big vote for the 
Nationals’ Tony Crook and ALP and Greens preferences 
gave him the seat of O’Connor. 
The latest figures, after preferences, are over 33,000 votes 
for Crook and about 28,000 for Tuckey. 
There was a swing of about 11 per cent against Tuckey 
and about 9 per cent against the ALP’s Ian Bishop, with 
most of this going to Crook and a small percentage 
leaking to the Green’s Andy Huntley. 
Primary votes were 25,477 for Tuckey, 20,142 for Crook, 
11,565 for Bishop and 5,846 for Huntley. 
Of the other candidates, Jacky Young of the Christian 
Democratic Party had 1925, Independent Geoffrey Stokes 
had 1171, Pat Scallan of Family First had 957, 
Independent Neil Smithson had 435 and Jean Robinson of 
the Citizens Electoral Council had 284. There was a high 
informal vote with 3,921 people either submitting blank 
papers or marking them wrongly. 
Of 356 votes cast in the Walpole booth, 118 went to 
Tuckey, 96 to Crook, 73 to Bishop and 47 to Huntley . 
Jacky Young got 2 votes. Geoffrey Stokes, Neil Smithson 
and Jean Robinson got only one vote each and Pat Scallan 
received no votes. There were 17 informal votes. 
While the official preference count had not been posted 
on the AEC’s website as we prepared this issue, 
information from the polling booth is that Bishop’s 
preferences went 63 to Crook and 10 to Tuckey and 
Huntley’s preferences went 43 to Crook and 4 to Tuckey. 
Senate voting figures have also not yet appeared on the 
AEC site but our unofficial information is Liberals 112, 
Nationals 70,  Labour 85 and  Greens 51. 
At Tingledale 166 people voted with 66 supporting 
Tuckey, 35 Huntley, 34 Crook and 22 Bishop. After 
preferences that became 84 for Crook and 75 for Tuckey. 
Young and Scanlan each got one vote and there were 7 
informals. 
At Parryville  there were 192 votes going 66 to Tuckey, 
48 to Huntley, 39 to Crook and 25 to Bishop. Stokes got 5 
votes but none of the other minor candidates received a 
vote. There were 9 informals

The possibility of a hung parliament with one of the  
major parties having to do a deal with the single Green 
Member, four Independents and our own National, Tony 
Crook, could be a major boon for regional areas like  
Walpole. 
The Independents have made it clear that they will be  
negotiating for a better deal for country areas with  
improved roads, telecommunications, health and  
education high on their shopping lists. 
The question of Broadband services is likely to be a major 
issue and could help to swing the Independents towards 
Labor, which has offered more than the Liberal/National 
Party coalition in this policy area. 
It took nearly a whole day to hit home to the election 
commentators that Tony Crook has a very similar agenda 
and had asserted that he would vote independently of the 
Liberal/National Party coalition.  
Tony is in a very powerful position because the coalition 
will be working hard to keep him in the conservative fold 
and not a wild card as an independent.  
He has made it clear that what he wants at the Federal 
level is some sort of “Royalties for Regions” programme 
similar to the one that exists in WA at the State level. 
That could mean the seat of O’Connor, and the other  
regional WA seats of Forest and Durack, could be the  
recipients of a number of promised improvements even 
before the coalition begins negotiations with the other 
Independents and the Green. 
If Tony does not do a deal with the coalition it will almost 
certainly be because they have not promised him what he 
wants, and Labor has, which means the seat of O’Connor 
still stands to gain, whichever way it pans out.

So Tony Crook becomes our new representative in  
Canberra. Who is he and what does he stand for? 
Aged 50, he was born in Merredin, worked on and  
managed his family’s sheep station north of Kalgoorlie 
and for the past four years has lived in Kalgoorlie where 
he and his brother operate a pastoral consultancy business. 
He is married and has three daughters aged 16, 20 and 22. 
He has been closely associated with the Royal Flying 
Doctor Service, having been its National Chairman for 
three years and was named Kalgoorlie/Boulder Citizen of 
the Year in 2004. 
One of the strong themes on which he campaigned for this 
election is the belief that regional Western Australia has 
received little from Canberra and that the Nationals at 
Federal level should be more active rural representatives 
like their counterparts at State level. 
In particular he has urged a Federal “Royalties for  
Regions” scheme similar to the one the Nationals secured 
in Western Australia. 
On the big issues which led up to and dominated the  
election, Tony Crook strongly opposed the Rudd  
Government’s  Emissions Trading Scheme, the Minerals 
Resource Rent Tax  and the Federal takeover of the health 
system and strongly supported Tony Abbot’s policies on 
Climate Change. 
These appear to put him strongly on the Abbott side of a 
hung Parliament but he has also strongly supported the 
extension of the National Broadband Network to key  
regional centres, which may lean him towards Julia  
Gillard’s National Broadband policy. 
He has not made any public statements on the issue of 
illegal immigrants, 
Issues he has championed during this campaign and the 
campaign he ran in 2008 when he stood for the seat of 
Kalgoorlie in the State election include the extension of 
the Dampier to Bunbury National Gas Pipeline to the 
Great Southern, allowing more foreign trained doctors 
into Australia to fill vacancies in regional areas, improved 
access to higher education for regional students,   
developing Albany as a renewable energy hub, more child 
care centres, changes to the Farm Management Deposit 
Scheme to help farmers manage good and bad years,  
improved aged and respite care and mental health  
facilities in regional centres and a commercial multi-peril 
crop insurance scheme. 
He has called for improved communications along major 
regional roads to speed up the response to accidents, and a 
“flow through shares scheme” to promote investment in 
mining.

Fish group hope netting issue 
will be resolved 
The Save Our Fish Stocks group has been advised by 
RecFish WA that its concerns about net fishing in 
South Coastal waters will be raised at a meeting of 
the WA Fishing Industry Council on September 14. 
SOFS committee member Jack Jennings said the 
group was optimistic that the issue could be  
resolved. 
They believe inshore gill netting by commercial  
fishers is rapidly depleting stocks of fish along the 
South Coast and killing many larger fish  
unnecessarily. 
Jack said they had also been advised that all ocean 
waters West  of  Albany and south to the Shelf are 
closed to commercial fishing from August16 to  
September 15 to protect the  Whiskery Shark  during 
its pupping season.    
He suggested anybody  sighting a commercial vessel 
setting gear in the area should  contact  the  Fisheries 
Department in Albany with the boat’s position and 
registration number.

The Rest Point Sawpit is the only “A” rated site in 
the Walpole area on the list of heritage sites  
Manjimup Shire Council is including in the Heritage 
List in its Local Planning Scheme. 
The list includes sites in Manjimup, Northcliffe, 
Pemberton, Dingup and Dean Mill, but no buildings 
or other sites in Walpole. 
Inclusion in the Heritage List  means planning is  
required for demolition, alterations or other  
development. It has more force than inclusion on the 
Shire’s Municipal Inventory which is only a guide to 
planning decisions. 
Some properties are also included on the State  
Heritage Register, which means that they are already 
subject to the highest level of heritage protection and 
any change to these properties requires the approval 
of the Heritage Council of Western Australia. 
The statutory power of the Heritage List mostly  
relates to properties which are not of State  
significance but are considered to be  extremely  
significant to the Shire of Manjimup.
