With the new financial year now upon us, | thought it time to update the community on the exciting new
opportunities and services available to Walpole. As there is so much to discuss with you of | will place a Part
Two in next week’s Walpole Weekly y. Let us begin.

The New Silver Chain Community Bus — originally purchased through a Federal funded grant and only made
possible by the fantastic and substantial fundraising efforts of the Walpole community whilst being
maintained through Silver Chain - has now been replaced due to being underutilised over the last few years.
However, we have now taken possession of a fantastic, brand new 14 seater Toyota Commuter with a large
trailer which is fully enclosed. This will allow for the carriage of prams, walking aides, wheelchairs and any
other equipment that people who hire the bus might want to stow. The bus comes with an additional step, a
wider door to allow easy access for all passengers, reclining seats, tinted windows, more space between the
seats and aisle and the peace of a mind that a brand new vehicle brings.

The previous contract required the bus to be self funding and for it to raise money towards a future vehicle.
This was not going to be possible with the income being generated and the offer of a new and slightly smaller
bus with covered trailer was very welcome. A real bonus for Walpole is that Silver Chain has also agreed to
put the bus under its Fleet vehicle contract which means that every 3 years, or 80,000km, the bus will be
replaced with a brand new one. Great news for Walpole with a vehicle now secured for the foreseeable
future.

Because of the fuel efficiency of this new vehicle, yet more benefits are: the reduced fuel costs; lowering our
carbon footprint; the substantial, and in most cases, removed bond and simplified hire cost charges which
have been substantially reduced, allowing community members to hire the vehicle and trailer in comfort with
confidence at a great price. | would personally like to thank the Walpole Bus Committee for ALL of their
support and look forward to working closely with them over these exciting times.

The start of the new financial year saw the changes of the Health Care Review conducted by the former
Prime Minister, Kevin Rudd, being implemented under the Rural Primary Health Service (RPHS) 3 year
funded contract to Silver Chain. The direction of the funded program emphasises PREVENTION, with a
focus on supporting the individual/community to become more aware of potential chronic illnesses and how
to prevent them through positive life change. For those with an iliness the program focuses on supporting the
individual through education, with an aim to build the capacity of the individual to understand their iliness and
what can be done to accept and deal with symptoms that arise. The education is supported by Allied Health
and Nursing Specialists and aims to support the individual/community in ‘taking charge’ and not being as
reliant on medical services to ‘fix the problem’ for them. Improvements to health can be made with only the
slightest of adjustments in lifestyle, but knowledge and support is the key to change.

As you are probably aware, following negotiations, | was able to secure Allied Health support from the
Warren and Blackwood Disability team. We now have excellent support in tackling our most prevalent
chronic illness. You now have access to specialists in dietetics, diabetes, asthma, arthritis and continence
nurse specialists visiting the centre. These specialists were sought in direct relation to the Health Needs
Analyses that was conducted last year and provide a confidential consultation, offering guidance, advice and
support, completely free of charge.

These added services further enhance the current Allied Health specialists Silver Chain supports, by offering
free clinic space, all travel costs and travel time as well as selected subsidised rates. These supported Allied
Health Services include both GP's, physiotherapist and podiatrist. These services will continue as part of the
Allied Health services recommendations that have been set by the Federal Government on negotiation of
contracts.
