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Stories of Crystal Springs toid among the

peppermints

Chris and Barbara Burnett arrived at Crystal
Springs in 1947 with thirty shillings, a rifle and five
children.

Chris, who came originally from Northcliffe, set off
into the coastal bush kangaroo shooting, carrying
the skins on his back.

Barbara, one of the Vigus family of Tingledale,
began settling the family into the old Nockolds
farmhouse on what is now Meredith’s property.
Later Chris built what became the Crystal Springs
roadhouse.

Their story, told by their daughter, now Nancy
Hexter, was one of many reminiscences of the
Crystal Springs area which emerged when the Wal-
pole Nornalup and Districts Historical Society held
its AGM in the camping area there recently.

Nancy told of going up to the drovers’ hut and
sitting round the campfire, listening to their
stories, and Ross Muir and Eddy Liddelow told
their own stories of droving mobs of cattle down to
the coast in the 1950s.

it was a practice that was unique to this area,
Ross said. Most droving in other parts of Australia

Nancy Hexter telling stories of her childhood
among the Peppermints at Crystal Springs where
she used to live as a child.

was to move cattle from one place to another.
Here it was part of the grazing pattern, The cattle
were brought to the coast every year when feed
became scarce in their home paddocks.

The Burnetts left Crystal Springs in the ‘70s and it
was later taken over by Tommy and Edna Palmer.
