But it turned quite serious after recent and close destructive 
bush fires.  
  

Local priest, Revd Sue Lodge-Calvert presided over the 
ceremony and said; “This is an ancient practice in which 
both the church and the community come together to seek 
God’s blessing, proclaim pride and gratitude for the courage 
and commitment of those who undertake risky work that all 
might benefit, and to celebrate a way of life that binds a 
community together.  This morning we come to ask God’s 
blessing on those who give their time and talents working as 
both career and volunteer workers in our emergency 
services.”   
 

She acknowledged the family and friends of those who work in these services and the sacrifice they 
make in sharing their loved ones with the community and said; “We are particularly mindful this 
morning that some are not here because they are busy doing the very work of fire fighting in other 
communities. They are very much included in our prayer for blessing.” 
 

Twelve emergency service vehicles paraded through the streets 
of Walpole representing the local: 
St John Ambulance, Bush Fire Service, Department of 
Environment and Conservation, State Emergency Services, 
Volunteer Fire and Rescue Service, Volunteer Marine Rescue, 
Police and Silver Chain.

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Did you see the eclipse?  
 

The total eclipse caused the moon to turn blood red overnight on 
Saturday, with heavy cloud over much of the state many watchers 
missed out. 
 

However Walpole turned it on!!!! Perfect conditions with a clear sky, 
mild temperature and near to no wind the view was awe-inspiring. 

The Total Lunar Eclipse of 10 Dec 2011 had a totality phase lasting 
approximately 51 minutes with the Moon's orbital trajectory passing through the southern half of Earth's 
umbral shadow.  
 

This eclipse did not appear as dark as the 15th June 2011 Lunar Eclipse (the trajectory of that was central 
to Earth's umbra) but nevertheless the 10th December eclipse made a magnificent sight.  

The eclipse, which started just before 8.45pm lasted for approximately three hours as the Earth's shadow 
moved across the moon. 
 

When the shadow first started to move across the moon it was quite dark, but by the time it got into 
totality you were seeing scattered light through the atmosphere that brightened up the Moon and made it 
appear reddish. 
 

There will be a partial eclipse visible across Australia in June next year but there will not be another total 
lunar eclipse until April 2014.

 The Blessing of the Walpole (and Districts) Emergency 
Services Fleet  and the moving words by the Reverend for 
protection, grace and peace for our emergency services 
fleet/volunteers – paid and unpaid was very emotive for 
me.  My mind flickered back to a Christmas Day when 
our children were very young and my husband was called 
out to an arson fire.  The huge range of emotions I felt on 
him walking out the door not to celebrate Christmas with 
us.  Thankfully we had the children's aunt with us that 
Christmas day to help shift the focus on where he was  
and why. 
 

The on-going argument for and against prescribed 
burning will continue. Everyone has their view and there 
will be disagreement. The one thing I don't think people 
can disagree on is that unfortunately there will be fires.  
Fires started by lightning, machinery, cigarette but, arson, 
car-crash, camp-fire, a burn gone wrong whether on 
private property or a prescribed burn.

The children have developed skills such as cartwheels and backward rolls in isolation and 
this display provided them with the opportunity to combine learning into a routine set to 
music. The children created and worked on their routines for six weeks prior to the 
display. They elected to perform three routines choosing between floor, bar, beam, 
ribbon, ball or hoop. All children participated in a vaulting display.  
At the conclusion of the display the families shared dinner and enjoyed a sociable get 
together. Well done to the students involved. We are really proud of your progress.   
A Brief History  
The group has been operating for two years and is run by us on a voluntary basis. We 
who initially trained with Jenny Rutter, a well known gymnastics and physical education 
teacher then participated in an Active After School Coaching Course provided by the 
Department of Sport and Recreation.

We pay special thanks to Jenny Rutter, The Department of Sport and 
Recreation, Walpole Primary School, The Recreation Centre for their ongoing support, 
our local Op Shop for a number of donations which we have invested into Gymnastic 
specific equipment. Thankyou children for your dedication, parents for your ongoing 
support and your contribution to new equipment. Many thanks Lou Gardner for your help 
and advice with coaching. Thank you Elizabeth Edmonds for taking the articles photos.  
It has been a rewarding experience to watch the children’s skills and confidence grow. 
We look forward to further developing our young gymnasts in 2012.

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Singing Tree–Book Review 
 

Time Flies, Mud Flies and Bloody Blowflies 
A collection of bush poetry by Jack Bock  
In this self-published volume, Jack Bock brings 
together a selection of his rhyming bush verse 
written over the last thirty years. It's a collection 
that reflects Jack's appreciation of authors such 
as Banjo Patterson and draws on his own 
experience of life as a 'new land' farmer at 
Pingrup. 
 

While several poems, like Lake Magenta, deal 
with local scenes, it is clear in poems like 'I'm an 
Aussie' that Jack writes with a deep pride for the 
country that he got to know as a shearer who 
travelled all over Australia in his early twenties. 
Other poems are more political. There is an 
account of a racist roustabout getting his  
come-uppance and others that speak to 
relations between 'Noongars' and 'Wadgulas'. 
Still others, like 'Dear Bob', written as a letter to 
former Prime Minister Bob Hawke, deal 
humorously with the problems that faced 
farmers with the collapse of the reserve price for 
wool. 
 

In fact there is a strong sense of larrikin humour 
that runs through many of these poems and 
some, like 'Drought' with it's tale of three farmers 
sitting up at the bar of a country pub competing 
over who had the smallest crop, made me laugh 
out loud. 
Others reflect gently on historical themes. The 
poem 'Ingvald Halvorsen', about stumbling 
across the grave of a Norwegian whaler buried 
near Exmouth in 1913 is a good example : 
 

Ingvald Halvorsen - I wonder how you died? 
I've seen your little gravestone 
With two others by your side 
Your lonely little cemetery is wetted by the 
spray. 
At that isolated resting place at Norwegian Bay 
 

Several of Jack's poems reminisce about 
childhood, about a favourite 
horse, or are poems written 
for his children. So it seems 
entirely appropriate that 
Jack is donating the profits 
of this book to the Cystic 
Fibrosis Foundation to help 
them in their efforts to find a 
cure for children affected by 
the disease.
