CDG about to tackle 
its most ambitious  
project so far 
 
The Walpole Nornalup and Districts Community  
Development Group has grown in strength in the past year 
and completed several projects, chairperson Gail Laing 
told the AGM last Wednesday. 
Having started the year with only a small committee, the 
group grew rapidly as it was joined by representatives 
from a number of local organisations, including Richard 
Walker representing the Primary School, Danielle  
Sherlock for the Visitors Centre, Vivianne Williams for 
Community Health and Emergency Services and Jennifer 
Willcox from the Community Resource Centre. 
Among the successful projects either completed or in  
progress are the provision of umbrella insurance for small 
local groups who cannot afford their own, the erection of 
six poles strategically located around the town with  
banners promoting local attractions, provision of a pergola 
in the Walpole Cemetary to provide shade and shelter for 
visitors and the development of a community events  
calendar. 
The CDG has also collaborated with other local groups to 
provide funding for the Litter Free Walpole programme 
and the upgrading of the Information Maps which will be 
part of the new Information Bay near the Visitors Centre. 
“Over the past couple of months we have begun  
exploration of the most ambitious project that we have 
tackled,” Gail said. “In collaboration with the Community 
resource Centre we have made a commitment to engage 
the community in a ‘strategic review/visioning’ process.” 
Work has already been done on this with a consultant and 
with the Peaceful Bay Progress Association, which has 
developed a five-year plan for its area.

Historical Society has 
busy year despite 
dwindling numbers 
 
The Walpole Nornalup and Districts Historical  
Society needs new blood to keep it alive, President 
July Ewing said at the AGM last week. 
“The committee’s numbers are dwindling and  
without interest from new members there is a  
possibility the society may have to fold,” Julie said. 
She urged anyone with an interest in history to attend 
the committee meetings, which are held every two 
months. 
Despite smaller numbers the society had had a busy 
year. 
Its application for the bay along Bellanger Beach to 
be renamed Grace Darling Bay was successful. The 
Grace Darling was the small ship that brought  
supplies from Albany to the mouth of the Nornalup 
Inlet for the first settlers in the district. 
A new web site “Explore Walpole” had been  
developed by Matt Wrigley. It includes many  
historical facts and photographs and viewers can 
zoom in on locations around Walpole to find out 
more about them. Matt made a presentation on the 
site at the State History Conference in Albany in  
August and also demonstrated its capabilities to  
society members after last week’s AGM. 
Committee members also worked with the DEC and 
the Walpole Nornalup National Parks Association on 
the celebrations to mark the 100th anniversary of the 
national park and produced a CD of related  
historical photographs which is now on sale at the 
Community Resource Centre, the Visitors Centre and 
the Tree Top Walk. 
Two of its major activities during the year have been 
regular displays of historical photographs and  
material in the Walpole Library and the continued 
upkeep of its collection of historical documents and 
photographs. 
The Society has also published another issue of its 
historical journal “The Walpolian.” 
This issue includes articles about the Cream Trucks 
and the end of the local cream industry, the arrival in 
the district of the Bellanger and Thompson families, 
the “Barefoot Bandit” who terrorised local farms in 
the 1960s  and a collection of photographs showing 
how much the town has changed in less than 20 
years.

We all want our children to lead happy, active, healthy lives and eat well. Parents want to do what’s right  but 
many are unsure of how to get started.�
 �
For busy families the evening meal can be hectic and stressful.  According to the CSIRO Wellbeing Plan for 
Kids, it is possible to prepare a healthy evening meal to enjoy together, whether you have minutes or hours to 
cook.  Evening meals are not just about food, they can be a great time for family sharing the events of the day. 
Shared evening meals encourage better family relationships and open communication, more nutritious meals, 
healthier long-term eating habits and less tension within the home.  Children who share meals with their family 
eat more healthfully and are at lower risk of obesity, exhibit fewer risk-taking behaviours and show better 
school performance. The CSIRO suggests this may not be just because of the meal itself but because it is 
also  a time for your child to observe and mimic social skills, learn healthy eating habits and be exposed to a 
range of healthy foods.�
 �
Consider your meal environment. Where is the meal eaten - mainly at a table; in front of a television; at a 
friends’ or relatives’, in a café?   Note the mood around the meal - is it pleasant, rushed, or tense?�
 �
A possible goal could be that the whole family will share a relaxed meal together most nights of the week. 
Small changes to habits introduced during the week can demonstrate benefits to the whole family in a short 
period of time.  Try some of these strategies; 
�
   Switch off the television during meals�
 Eat together as a family, preferably at the table�
 Serve the same meal to each family member�
 Talk and enjoy each other’s company, and eat slowly�
 �
Tips for takeaway; 
�
 Fast food can be helpful as a back-up; not your first choice.�
 Try planning a week’s meals and stick to the shopping list to avoid running out of food towards the end 
of the week. If you do have a regular takeaway meal, schedule it for once a fortnight or month rather than 
every week and choose healthier options from the menu. 
�

Parenting Tips for making evening meals easier �
 �
Modelling - Share the family meals and talk about food or cooking together. Eat the same meal as your child 
at dinner time.�
Monitoring - Keep your eyes on the plate! Be aware of how often vegetables feature in the evening meals 
you offer. Take note of the ways your family commitments and work influence your evening meals.�
Setting Boundaries - Ensure everyone is clear on family meal rules such as asking before taking food at a 
social occasion or being ready for a set mealtime.�
Reinforce the Positive - Focus on the journey as well as the destination. If your child tries a new vegetable, 
praise them!�
Managing Resistance - Don’t provide an alternative meal if your child dislikes something. They will learn to 
accept what is offered or wait until breakfast.

Construction has started on the Great Southern  
extension of the Munda Biddi Trail for off-road  
touring cyclists. 
A section of trail from Elleker to Torbay is being 
cleared by the Department of Environment and  
Conservation with the assistance of a Department of 
Corrective Services work crew and should be  
available to users halfway through 2011. 
The Minister for Agriculture and Food, Blackwood-
Stirling MLA Terry Redman, visited Elleker on  
Friday to inspect the start of the Great Southern  
portion of the $3 million Royalties for Regions  
supported project, run through the DEC and the 
Munda Biddi Trail Foundation.

Council debating text of 
next community survey 
 
Denmark Shire Council has deferred making a decision on 
the wording of its next Community Survey until councillors 
can be given a more detailed briefing by officers. 
In discussions on the draft wording for the survey at recent 
Council meetings a number of additional questions have 
been suggested and the wording of some of the existing 
questions has been questioned. 
Among the new questions proposed are whether people 
support the construction of a breakwater within the Shire to 
provide for safe boating, whether 4WD access should be 
allowed to Ocean Beach, whether there should be any  
questions on climate change and whether the  number of 
councillors should be reduced to nine or less as  
recommended  by the State Minister for Local Government. 
The Shire’s CEO, Dale Stewart, told the Council he  
believed some of the questions in the draft survey were too 
complicated and he has suggested simpler wording. 
These include questions relating to effluent discharge into 
Wilson Inlet, the need for traffic controls such as lights or a 
roundabout at the junction of South Coast Highway and 
Ocean Beach Road and whether  there should be  
wheelchair access to allow fishing at Poison Point. 
The draft document will be considered again at this 
month’s meetings of the Council.
