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The Walpole Day Care Centre committee have had 
a prompt response to the announcement that they 
have taken over the Art In Action Weekend and that 
it will be on again this year. 
Among the first to contact them was Melanie Allen 
from William Bay (pictured right) who is interested 
in demonstrating her polymer clay process. 
A long-time William Bay resident, Melanie says she 
gets her inspiration in colour and form from the  
forests and coastline. 
“I have a history in pottery but discovered several 
years ago how versatile polymer clay can be, and 
the passion for this medium began,” she said. 
“Polymer clay was first seen in the 1970's when it 
was marketed as a sculptural medium but today 
many artists are creating amazing artworks from it. 
“At the moment I am concentrating on making 
beads and pendants, often using the millifiori  
techniques of Venetian glass. The polymer clay is 
blended to attain the right colours, layered, cut and 
manipulated in different ways to create a variety of 
patterns. Each bead is cut from a log known as a 
'cane' ( looks a bit like a sushi roll with a picture 
inside), is then individually formed, baked, sanded 
and polished, leaving each bead slightly different.”

Art In Action will be held over the long weekend on 
March 5th and 6th in the Walpole Community Hall. 
The Day Care committee are in the process of  
contacting everyone who has participated in the event 
in the past but are also spreading their net wider to find 
new artists in the region who have not appeared before.

Local group adds 
many sightings to  
shorebird survey 
Several important migratory shorebird species have 
been identified in the Walpole-Nornalup area as part 
of the Greenskills South Coast Shorebird  
Conservation Program. 
The DEC’s  Marine Park Coordinator, Shannon  
Armstrong, has been working on the survey with a 
group of local volunteers. 
Peter Taylor, a well known and respected birder from 
Manjimup, has been contracted by Greenskills to  
undertake a snapshot survey of the South Coast to 
identify sites that are important for migratory  
shorebirds.  
The Walpole Nornalup Marine Park and the Irwin 
Inlet were the first ports of call for Pete and Shannon 
and the local volunteers took him out on the Marine 
Park vessel ‘Osprey’. 
Shannon said the team learnt a lot from Peter and 
were very thankful for his interest in our area.  
During the survey they recorded Red-Necked Stints, 
Bartailed Godwits and Caspian terns.  
Some of these species, including the Red-Necked 
Stints, the smallest shorebird in Australia, migrate an 
incredible 13,000 km between their breeding grounds 
in the Arctic and their home here in Australia.  
Other bird species were also recorded including  
cormorants and predatory species such as Ospreys.  
Shannon and the local volunteers will be attending 
shorebird identification and monitoring workshops run 
by Greenskills to gain valuable skills required for 
monitoring shorebirds. A future aim of the Greenskills 
Shorebird Conservation Program is to develop a 
shorebird community monitoring program and  
Shannon is keen that local community members 
should be skilled-up and ready to go when this occurs.

The Walpole Tidy Towns Committee will meet next 
Wednesday, February 16th, to begin planning its  
campaign for this year’s submission. 
After  Walpole won the South West Regional Title and 
General Appearance Award last year, but missed out on 
any of the State Awards,  it became evident the  
competition is becoming tougher and requires a much 
broader community effort. 
The State winner, Westonia, had also won a General  
Appearance Award the year before and the judges said 
they had built on that experience to implement a wide 
range of community projects covering community action, 
recycling and waste management, natural heritage  
conservation, enhancing cultural identity and water  
conservation as well as general appearance 
The judges called the Westonia community “vibrant and  
progressive” and said its Tidy Towns committee had put 
into action an ambitious programme for a truly  
sustainable community. 
The then-Environment Minister Donna Faragher  
commented: "If there is one thing that becomes clear 
when you look at the Tidy Towns program, regional 
communities which work together can achieve  
remarkable results."  
Whether Walpole can emulate Westonia’s success and go 
that step further to win another State title will depend on 
how well the local committee can involve other local 
groups and develop a vision towards which everyone in 
the community is working.

 Lunchbox food safety �
Young children are among the groups of people who can be more at risk from food-borne illness, so food 
safety in the lunchbox is especially important. Often bacteria that can cause food poisoning are naturally  
present in foods and if not handled correctly, the bacteria can multiply to a level that can cause illness.�
There are some foods that bacteria can grow and multiply on more easily than others. These include many 
foods you’ll want to put in a lunchbox: meat, poultry, dairy products, eggs, smallgoods such as ham and  
salami, seafood, cooked rice and pasta, prepared salads like coleslaws, pasta salads and rice salads, and pre-
pared fruit salads.�
If any of these high-risk foods are going into a lunchbox they should be kept at 4°C or below for as l ong as 
possible. An insulated lunchbox and a long-lasting chiller pad are ideal. You can also use frozen drink bottles 
to help keep food chilled. Avoid packing food that has just been cooked or is still warm; refrigerate overnight 
before you pack it into the lunchbox.

Cold, cooked corn on the cob in small bite-sized chunks�
Mix popcorn with dried fruit for a high-energy snack�
Homemade pikelets or pancakes�

Bite-sized fruit such as mandarin segments and grapes, or frozen blueberries with fresh strawberries�

A prototype dieback cleaning station in use at the entrance 
to the Point Nuyts wilderness area west of Walpole is  
proving very effective. 
The cleaning station (pictured right) was developed by Gary 
Muir, partly with the help of a grant from the South West 
Development Commission when he won the Commission’s 
Medal for Excellence in 2008.  
He has also developed a “Bush Bidet” for vehicles. 
As previously reported in the Walpole Weekly,  
bushwalkers using the “Phyto Fighter 1000” boot cleaning 
station walk onto a grate with a fixed brush to remove loose 
material from their footwear, and then operate a hand pump 
to deliver dieback-disinfecting spray onto the soles of their 
boots or shoes. 
“Brushing boots at cleaning stations the old way was  
ineffective and was putting people off,” Gary said. “It is 
hard to remove soil from boot soles with a brush, but the 
sterilant we use has a wetting agent that will penetrate 
clinging soil and kill the deback spores within 20 seconds.” 
GSDC Chief Executive Officer Bruce Manning said Gary’s 
work was a valuable contribution to dieback suppression. 
Dieback affects more than a million hectares of Western 
Australia and threatens 40 per cent of plant species in the 
State’s South West. 
Gary said the Phyto Fighter 1000 was ready to be deployed 
in priority areas in consultation with the Department of  
Environment and Conservation and with South Coast  
Natural Resource Management. 
The unit was designed to cost less than $1000 and to have a 
capacity to spray 1000 boots, serving 500 walkers, before 
needing a maintenance visit to restock the sterilising  
solution. 
Further development work is under way on the Bush Bidet, 
a vehicle cleaning station that delivers the sterilising spray 
onto tyres and the underside of off-road vehicles. 
Off-road vehicle users drive onto grates over the spray  
system and turn on a pump which can be powered through 
the vehicle’s accessory socket.
