Win Pascoe - 80 not out 
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Department to 
meet with Save 
Our Fish group 
The Department of Fisheries has agreed to a  
meeting with members of the Save Our Fish Stocks 
committee that has been formed to campaign to stop 
inshore net fishing along the south coast. 
The meeting will be in Manjimup on Thursday, July 
8th, 
The committee includes the group’s president, 
Wayne Pedrettie, secretary/treasurer Jack Jennings, 
Ron Anning, Mark Taylor and David Bazzani.  
Jack said this week the agreement to a meeting was 
a positive move forward. 
"It shows that they are beginning to listen to our  
arguments or at least are starting to recognise that 
we are a force they have to reckon with," he said. 
"We have been campaigning on this for a long time 
and we are not going to go away." 
"The Department of Fisheries and the commercial 
fishing industry have to realise that they cannot go 
on depleting our in-shore fish stocks and wasting so 
many of the fish they catch in their nets. 
"We have been told by at least one Department 
of Fisheries officer that we have no proof of our 
claims, but it is not up to us to provide scientific 
proof for what seems obvious to anyone who knows 
what is happening. 
"The Department has to look into it and we know 
that if they do that, and do it in an unbiased and  
serious manner, they will no longer be able to  
dismiss our arguments and will have to do some-
thing about it. 
"Until they do, we are going to keep on  
campaigning, and we are getting an increasing  
number of people behind us as they realise the  
seriousness of this issue."

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 Anniversary of  
a tragedy 
 
July 10 will see the 20th anniversary of the death in 1990 
of a huge hollow tingle tree in the Valley of the Giants —
a sad event which had a happier ending as it led to the 
building of the Tree Top Walk. 
A Thornlie woman, Alison Treasure, was taking a  
photograph of two English visitors inside the tree when 
there was a violent crack and it began to topple. 
The photographs show them posing, then starting to run, 
and Alison standing on the tree on the ground. 
Old age — the tree was estimated at 500 years old — and 
the wear and tear of thousands of visitors walking and 
driving around its base — brought the tree’s life to an end. 
As a result of this incident it was decided to close all the 
big hollow trees which were so popular with the tourists 
and some years later the Tree Top Walk was built as an 
alternative tourist attraction. 
The Walpole and Nornalup Historical Society is  
producing a book about the giant hollow trees and the cars 
that used to drive inside them.

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Denmark plans new 
rules governing 
holiday homes 
 

The Shire of Denmark has prepared a new policy 
on holiday homes which is being put out for public 
comment. 
A report to the Council said holiday homes  were 
an important aspect of the tourism industry in the 
Shire but there were community concerns about 
the behaviour of some tenants and buildings not 
being maintained to a satisfactory standard. 
The draft policy covers the appropriate locations of 
holiday homes, protection to the residential  
amenity of neighbourhoods and better management 
of holiday homes. 
It includes a  new definition of holiday homes and 
proposes that the Council should have powers to 
regulate location and land use for holiday homes. 
Among the proposals are consultation with  
adjoining neighbours, property management plans, 
fire and emergency plan, display of information in 
holiday homes and annual registration of holiday 
homes.

The Shire of Denmark had several reasons to be proud 
of itself this month. 
Senior management signed up for a local government 
customer service benchmarking project which  involved 
a “mystery customer” contacting the Shire and  
assessing the level of service received. 
Shire President Ross Thornton told the Council at its 
recent meeting that he was “ absolutely delighted to 
advise that the Shire of Denmark was ranked equal third 
in the State (and with three points out of 200 from being 
the top) out of the 21 local authorities who participated 
in the project.” 
Further, he said, Denmark produced the highest score 
(and subsequent benchmark) in two of the seven key 
measures being assessed. 
“This is an excellent result, especially given that the 
Shire of Denmark was one of the smaller participants in 
the project and was competing against far better  
resourced shires with larger numbers of customer  
service staff,” Cr Thornton said. 
He went on to advise the Council that the Denmark 
Recreation Centre was one of the winners in the 2010 
LG Focus Customer Service Awards and, to cap off the 
Shire’s success, read out an email that he had received 
from Mr M Brooker which read as follows; 
“I would just like to pass on my appreciation for the 
wonderful work that the library staff do. I am so  
impressed with the friendly, professional and caring 
service that the library staff provides. I am impressed 
that they treat you as a person and not a number; they 
remember your name and books that you have been 
looking for. People are so quick to whinge and  
complain that I just wanted to point out the great work 
that these shire workers are doing for the community. 
“Secondly I would like to praise the Council and Mr 
Ross Thornton for the way the Council has been  
operating since the last elections. I am particularly  
impressed with the stance taken so far regarding the 
Smith Street clearing.”

The walk will be part of the Valley of the Giants’  
contribution to NAIDOC Week, which celebrates  
Aboriginal and Torres Straight Islander history, culture 
and achievements. 
Other activities will include a colouring-in competition, a 
hand-painting activity and take-home activity sheets 
aimed at raising awareness of Nyoongar culture. 
The colouring-in competition will be open from Monday 
5th to Friday 9th July. Entries are available at the Tree 
Top Walk, Walpole Nornalup Visitor Centre and  
Denmark Visitor Centre.

Project wins Landcare 
Award 
A project which includes the survey and restoration of 
the Blue Lakes  at Walpole has won a National  
Landcare Award. 
The project, Restoring Connections, is run by the 
South Coast Natural Resource Management, and 
includes working with Nyoongar communities to  
identify, protect and restore cultural places at risk of  
degradation. 
South Coast NRM chief executive Rob Edkins said the 
group hoped winning the award would raise awareness 
of the significance of Aboriginal cultural heritage to 
the region, and the nation.  
“Gathering and building on the knowledge of  
Indigenous elders and integrating this with current 
work in natural resource management and restoration 
has fostered a greater culture of collaboration and  
respect in the region, and ensured that important 
knowledge is not lost,” Rob said.
