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Mick Bedford lucky to be alive  
after shark attack 
Mick Bedford, of Tingleview, received more than 300 
stitches in his leg after a shark attacked him at Conspicu-
ous Cliff on Sunday. 
He is very lucky to be alive due to a combination of his 
own experience, a lucky wave, having friends on the 
beach who knew first aid and it being a long weekend. 
Mick was surfing about 150 metres of shore with Lee 
Cummuskey. 
Karen Cummuskey with their children and Nick Slatter 
and Sophie Jacoumis with their children and Nick’s sister 
Caitlin, were on the beach. 
Lee caught a wave in and went ashore with a  
broken leg rope. 
Mick was about to follow when he saw a shark about 20 
metres away and coming towards him. 
At first he thought it would pass under him but at the last 
minute it grabbed his leg, knocking him from his board. 
It all happened so quickly he is not sure what  
happened, he told Lee later, but he thinks the shark was 
between him and the board and he pushed it away and 
climbed over it to get back on. 
Luckily a wave had built up and he caught it in to shore. 
Meanwhile Lee had seen what had happened. 
“I was keeping an eye on Mick because he was alone and 
so far out,” he said. “Then all of a sudden, boof! I saw a 
lot of spray and Mick’s board popped up. I knew what 
had happened immediately. 
My first reaction was that I would have to go out and get 
him but then he was back on his board and coming in, I 
could see he still had his arms and legs so I thought  

maybe it had just hit his board. 
I ran towards where he would come in and as soon as he 
hit the beach he rolled off the board into the white water. 
I could see he was distressed and then I saw his leg. There 
were cuts on his upper leg and calf and I think there was a 
bigger cut underneath. 
I was surprised there was not a lot of blood but luckily the 
artery had not been cut and nor had the sciatic nerve.” 
Lee and Karen had recently done a first aid course. With 
the help of another lady they wrapped Mick’s leg in a 
towel and a shirt and tied it in place with his leg rope. 
Caitlin Slatter ran up to the car park to call an ambulance. 
They got Mick, who is a big man, onto his board and 
carried him along the beach and up to the car park, a 
distance of about 400 metres which took them half an 
hour. 
Luckily they had the help of several holidaying  
fishermen who had been on the beach because it was the 
long weekend. 
“We could not have carried himself ourselves,” Lee said. 
“If it hadn’t been a long weekend Mick and I would 
probably have been there on our own.” 
At the car park they waited 20 more minutes for the 
ambulance to arrive. Before it did, volunteer  
ambulance officer Cathy Broadbent, who lives nearby, 
heard the call and came to help. She checked the first aid 
they had done and said it was fine. She did not need to do 
anything more. 
The ambulance took Mick first to Denmark Hospital and 
then he was taken to Albany Hospital. 
He hopes to be back home by the end of the week.

Town at last to 
have day/night 
ATM 
 
Walpole will soon have its first  
7-day a week, 24-hour ATM. 
 
Bendigo Bank will install the machine at a yet-to
-be-announced location in Nockolds Street. 
Leigh Wallace, the Manager of Mt Barker 
Community Bank, Bendigo Bank Limited,  made 
the announcement last week but said while site 
arrangements had been confirmed the date for 
the installation had still to be finalized.  
The move follows further expansion of the 
Bank’s activities in Walpole. Its agency at the 
Community Resource Centre has recently 
increased trading days  and is now open 
Monday to Friday, 10 am to 4 pm. 
Earlier this year the Bank set up School 
Banking in cooperation with the Walpole 
Primary School.  
Resource Centre CEO Jenny Willcox said there 
had been moves for many years to get a full-
time ATM but the cost of servicing had been  
too expensive. 
One of the factors that had now made it  
possible was that an armoured courier 
company was now servicing the town.  
“Not only will the ATM allow withdrawals of 
cash after hours, it will provide extensive other 
out-of-hours banking services, and will relieve 
the pressure on retail outlets and tourism 
operators who are often requested and 
expected to provide cash-out facilities.”  
Jenny said. 
Initially set up in April 2005 as a branch of the 
Mt Barker Community Bank, Walpole became a 
fully-fledged Agency after two years. There is 
the real possibility of the Agency growing to 
such an extent that it could become the 
Walpole Community Bank in its’ own right under 
Bendigo Bank Limited. 
“That will depend on increased local business,” 
Jenny said.  “It is certainly possible and only 
needs some keen investors in the future of 
Walpole to put their money where their  
mouth is.”

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Electricity headworks 
charge scrapped 
 
The distribution headworks charge has been 
scrapped. 
This was the charge the previous State 
Government introduced to make users pay for 
the extension of electricity services to their 
properties if they were more than 25 km from a 
sub-station. 
The Energy Minister, Peter Collier,  
announced the scrapping of the scheme in 
Denmark last week. 
From July 1 headworks costs will be totally 
subsidised for eligible customers requiring a 
new or expanded electricity supply. 
Charges paid by customers since the scheme 
was introduced in 2007 will also be refunded, 
using funding through Royalties for Regions. 
The Member for Blackwood-Stirling, Terry 
Redman, who was with the Minister, said  
“It had been clear right from the start that this 
charge discriminated against people in regional 
areas. 
Small businesses and householders were being 
slugged exorbitant charges for services they 
would have got for nothing had they been in  
the city. 
In Denmark, the Ocean Beach Caravan Park 
was charged more than half a million dollars to 
get the power upgraded. The Rivermouth 
Caravan Park was charged almost $200,000, 
and a local carwash was slugged $30,000. 
Similar charges were imposed in other so-called 
‘edge-of-grid’ areas like Walpole and 
Ravensthorpe.”
