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Weed action
continues In
Nornalup

Positive results can now be seen of the Stage 1 an(
Stage 2 removal of Victorian tea-tree from the publ
reserve off Macpherson Drive.

This was done in 2009 - 2010 by Denmark Weed
Action Group assisted by Denmark Shire funding.
Follow-up visits by local residents found very few
re-growth seedlings had to be removed.

Some residents whose blocks adjoin this reserve ha
now learned to identify this introduced specieteaf
tree and are in the process of removing this peolif
spreader which stifles all other

growth to form a monoculture.

Another proclaimed pest on the

Shire weed list is the taylorina or

scurf pea (mauve flower —

pictured) and one patch of them

is being slowly brought under

control by regular removal of

knee-high saplings.

Volunteers with gumboots are

welcomel!

It would be a great pity to see

this plant take over our creeks

and swamps (as it has done in Albany), and if you
don’t know what shrub I'm referring to please get a
illustrated pamphlet from the Shire or from DEC.
Unfortunately we have several dense groves of
Sydney wattles in and around Nornalup, and we all
need to be vigilant about the ones which start
springing up nearer the river reserves and National
Park. The first step is to learn to identify thenonh
among our native species.

Easier to recognise are the bleeding heart plahishw
are popping up here and there in drains — birds
carrying seeds spread them.

Along Riverside Drive people help to remove stray
seedlings of the purple-pea-flowering polygala bhru
the bronze-leafed hopbush with its papery floweid g
the roots of agapanthus.

As individuals we can learn to identify problem
plants; walk around our own area, observe, report;
remove seed heads from agapanthus at the end of
summer, and avoid growing problem plants.

of the trail from Northcliffe to Walpole.

Australia's premier off-road cycle touring traitaging
in Mundaring it currently follows a 500km route
through forests and bushland to Nannup.

In 2009 the Department of Environment and
Conservation in partnership with the Munda Biddi
Trail Foundation received funding to complete ttad t
to Albany. This has brought forward the planning an
construction of the final stage from Nannup to Alpa
with an expected completion date in 2012. Once
completed, the Munda Biddi Trail will cover around
1000km from Mundaring to Albany, bringing with it a
focus on low impact tourism with significant ecoriom
and social benefits to local towns.
