Professionals still
hitting fish stocks

THROUGH the courtesy of thé&alpole WeeklySave Our
Fish Stocks (SOFS) has been able to keep Walpolgge
informed about our ongoing dispute with Fisherie&. W

Over the past two years, and now 2011, Fisherieshas\
allowed more commercial fishing boats to operateunin-
shore coastal waters next to Peaceful Bay, WakaiewWindy
Harbour. The big boats, carrying 6-10km of sharlsimeets,
are devastating our scale-fish stocks, destroyingdands of
small fish and netting spawning pink snapper.

All these actions are detrimental to the surviiadur local
fish stocks, which are very important to our loeabnomy.

Our group has been involved with many meetings with
representatives of Fisheries WA/WA Fishing IndusIguncil
(WAFIC)/Recfishwest and skippers from commercishing
boats. Hundreds of dollars have been spent on ptelise car
travel etc, but all to no avail.

The Fisheries Minister’'s answer to all of our efifas to say
that the fish resource has to become a sharedroesbetween
the professional fishers and the amateurs.

It is not hard to imagine how many fish will betlaf our
area of ocean after a number of years of gill iséirig.

The depletion of fish stocks in our inshore coastaters is
now already very obvious after only three yearthef
increased commercial netting.

SOFS firmly believes that this decision by the sii@i to try
to enforce sharing of fish stocks has no chandeifg realis-
tic because you cannot share a resource thatng destroyed
by over-fishing and destruction of breeding stocé amall
fish, as gill nets are fish killers not fish catche

In other Australian states gill nets are banneallipublic
waters, both inland and inshore coastal waters.
