Members of Tidy Towns Committee and 
other interested local residents attended 
last week at a viewing of the film “Bag-it”  
a documentary that enlightened the 
viewer on the ever increasing amount of 
plastics floating around the oceans of the 
world helping to destroy the marine life. 
    Held at Wooz and Suz Café some 
people enjoyed a meal before the film 
was played. This allowed time to discuss 
with the film’s producers, their aims and 
goals in taking the film on a roadshow. 
    Hailing from Queensland Heidi Taylor 
and Wally Smith have pledged to support the 
move taken by a recent Government initiative 
that from November 2011 there be no package 
strapping taken on board any commercial or 
recreational vessel.  They have started their 
educational campaign in the South West of 
Western Australia.  Australia wide there are now 
6.500 volunteers involved in this growing project 
of cleaning the beaches of debris washed up on 
our shores,  Each collection is registered on-line 
and is now nearing the 1 millionth entry since 
they began back in 2005. 
     The plastic bag issue is one that everyone 
should be aware of and the statistics are quite 
staggering.  For instance, in North America 100 
billion plastic bags are manufactured each year.  
They have an oil base—petroleum fossil fuels 
are not renewable, so the insatiable need 
for oil goes on.  Just by the simple use of 
tote bags at the supermarket would save 
the discarding of 60,000 plastic bags every 
five seconds in the United States alone. 
San Francisco has declared the city plastic 
bag free—that is single use disposable 
bags—and now uses paper bags made 
from recycled paper, so no new trees are 
destroyed. 
    The Tidy Towns Committee was so 
impressed with the film that it has taken 
steps to acquire a copy and hopes to put on a 
another public viewing in the near future, so 
more locals can see it and become aware of the 
plastic bag menace in our society.  It was 
further hoped to promote the cause in Walpole 
by making our town also plastic bag free.

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Restoration and revegetation of the foreshore at 
Rest Point, Walpole Nornalup Inlets Marine Park, 
was the title of the submission made by DEC to 
acknowledge the work of volunteers from the 
Walpole Nornalup National Parks Association 
who, over a two year period, have worked 
tirelessly to bring this area back to its natural 
state. 
 

The project volunteers are finalists in the Dept of 
Environment and Conservation 2011 Environment 
Awards.  The announcement of the overall winner 
will be made at a function in Perth on Friday 2nd 
December. Jeanne and Colin will be attending the 
dinner with Justin Ettridge from Walpole DEC. 
 

The project aimed to rehabilitate environmentally 
 sensitive two hectare area of degraded foreshore 
in the Walpole Nornalup Inlets Marine Park, 
adjacent to the Rest Point Caravan Park. 
Frequent use by patrons of the park had trampled 
and destroyed native vegetation allowing a 
significant infestation of weeds. Erosion was also 
occurring due to loss of the vegetation.  
The local office of the Department of Environment 
and Conservation, together with volunteers from 
the Walpole-Nornalup National Parks Association 
(WNNPA) and the local primary school worked 
together to improve the site.  
 

DEC fenced off the area to reduce trampling and 
sprayed large areas of weeds and volunteers 
undertook hand weeding in more sensitive areas. 
Weed matting and mulch were supplied and 
spread by DEC. Seed was collected from existing 
vegetation and grown by WNNPA members and a  
local nursery. Over 1000 rushes and several 
hundred melaleucas were grown. Students from 
the Walpole Primary School visited the site and 
helped with the planting of the seedlings.  
Ongoing visits with hand weeding are conducted 
by members of the WNNPA and the site is 
progressing well with aims to rehabilitate more of 
the foreshore in the future.  
 

This was a joint project involving DEC Frankland 
District and the Walpole-Nornalup National Parks 
Association. The Walpole Primary School became 
involved through their annual U R Walpole 
program which engages children with the natural 
environment. This site has been adopted by the 
school with the aim to revisit the site annually and 
learn about the long term management and 
recovery.

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Western Australia’s award 
winning Tree Top Walk in the 
Valley of the Giants, between 
Denmark and Walpole, celebrated 
it’s 15th Birthday on 
Saturday.  
 

The Minister of the Environment  
Hon Bill Marmion MLA and Jim Sharp Deputy Director General of DEC in Perth,  
presented commemorative mementos to each of the original group who planned and  
designed the concept back in the early 1990’s. 
Many of the original group came back especially for the occasion, including Dr Syd Shea, 
Executive Director of former department of Conservation and Lands, and Greg Mair  
formerly District Manager of DEC in Walpole. 
 

Tree Top Walk staff were decked out in black with lime green printing on their T-shirts.  
Environment Minister Bill Marmion said; "the Tree Top Walk was one of the state’s most 
popular tourism attractions and had been born out of environmental  necessity. 
The Tree Top Walk is a result of a vision to conserve the beautiful Tingle Trees that attract 
hundreds of thousands of people each year. 
 

The pressure of visitors was having a detrimental effect on the sensitive ground roots of the 
trees, leading to degradation and the possibility that many of the trees could die. 
The then Department of Conservation and Land Management conceived the idea of a walk 
through the canopy, along with a ground level boardwalk, which would cater for increasing 
numbers of visitors, while at the same time protecting the trees. The result was a boon for 
tourism emanating from a significant feat of environmentally sustainable engineering. 
More than 2.6 million visitors have enjoyed the tree top experience during the past 15 years 
without any detrimental impact on the surrounding forest, testimony to that vision and the 
design and design and construction of the facility.”  
 

Since opening in 1996, the Tree Top Walk has raised more than $24million, which has been 
reinvested into the facility and visitor services at other national parks. In 2008, a Discovery 
Centre and classroom were built at the site proving to be a popular attraction in itself. 
 

“The Tree Top Walk is among the State’s most awarded tourism destinations, entering the  
WA Tourism Awards Hall of Fame in 2011, after winning the Significant Regional Attraction 
Award three years in a row.” Mr Marmion said.

Happy 100th Birthday Gwen 
Gwen Williams nee Pascoe celebrated her 100th birthday on Saturday 
November 5th at the Albany Baptist Church  Hall surrounded by family and 
friends. When asked if she would be going home for a ‘Nanny nap’ after the 
party, Gwen’s response was ‘ No…..I think I will go and dig in the garden.’ 
Gwen lives alone and still enjoys a busy lifestyle and good health. 
 

Gwen’s roots in the Walpole / Nornalup district go back to the early days of 
the Tingledale settlement. Gwen immigrated to Australia with her family in 
1924 under the Group Settlement Scheme. They left England in March 1924 
and arrived 6 weeks later in Albany WA. Gwen and Jack, her elder brother 
were sent to Quaranup into isolation as they had developed a rash on the way 
out.  
 

Gwen’s older siblings were Ada, Tom, Jack and Frank, being only twelve 
months apart in age. Their mother, Elizabeth stayed with Gwen and Jack and 
the rest of the family were taken out to Tingledale where their settlement was;  
a tin shack with a mud floor, outside stove and no beds for about a month.  
 

They had to cart all of their water in buckets from the creek. The three eldest 
children were sent away to work on farms and Ada worked as a domestic.  They lived in the shack for three 
years before they were allocated a farm. The men worked with axe, shovel and cross saw clearing the land so 
that farms could be started, working together as a team and helping each other. The family moved to a house 
on their block where they worked hard to make it productive. The farm is called “Penrose” and is still owned 
and farmed by Gwens' brother Jacks', family. 
 

After 12 years of hard slog clearing, the land Gwen’s father passed away from a massive heart attack, aged 
just 48. After this Gwen and her mother moved to Denmark, rented a house where she obtained a job as a 
housekeeper to sustain them. By a quirk of life, Gwen while digging in the garden where she worked, found a
