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Walpole Community Resource Centre last Friday 
hosted yet another Pink Ribbon Breakfast, raising 
funds for the National Breast Cancer Research  
Institute.  Now in its’ eighth year, the annual break-
fast event has raised almost $10,000 since it began 
in 2004. 

Event coordinator, Jenny Willcox, on behalf of the 
Walpole CRC, attributed this year’s success over 
previous years as being a culmination of many and 
various factors—some of which were—the fact that 
Friday was a public holiday—officially changed from 
Monday to Friday to coincide with CHOGM 2011, 
most people attending didn’t have to rush off to work 
or school; the last two years the event has clashed 
with the Walpole Primary School’s Sports Day, 
meaning many parents and children were unable to 
attend early in the morning as they were at home 
busily getting ready for their own event, last Friday 
made a long weekend which saw many tourists in 
town; advance posters had been on display for 
several weeks throughout the district, making 
allowance for people to note the day and time of the 
event; the fact that the menu had been published 
and enticed many men to come along—the 
comment being that not many men like pancakes, 
as was the fare provided in recent past years.

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   Walpole Child Care Centre is at risk of closing, 
with not enough people attending its recent AGM to 
form a new committee. 
   The centre employs 5 part time staff, but also 
requires a separate management committee in order 
to run constitutionally. 
In the past 3 years, this committee has been formed 
by mothers of daycare attendees with current 
Chairperson Tash Viner’s children not even being 
young enough to use the centre in recent years.  
   With the pool of users relatively small, most 
parents likely to use the service in the next year say 
that they are “too busy” – an understandable 
reaction of working people with young children.   
   Once again, the Centre faces the 
unsustainable reality of living in a small 
community – in order to have services, there is a 
need to volunteer on committees so that we can 
have those services.  Walpole Family Centre 
committee is not the first to face this problem, 
nor will it be the last. 
   Offering high quality daycare in a small community 
like Walpole is a huge achievement of a large 
number of volunteers since 2004, when a dedicated 
committee devoted 4 years to build the centre.  The 
outgoing committee, which consists of Tash Viner, 
Claudia Simpson, Allison Donovan and Justine 
Gamblin, have a large number of achievements 
including establishing the centre as a long day care 
which entitles parents to receive up to a 90% 
reduction in fees, employment of qualified and 
dedicated staff, improving the financial position of 
the business  and winning grants in excess of 
$60,000 to improve the quality of service.     
   Due to their efforts, the Walpole Child Care Centre 
is a well equipped, professional centre that provides 
high quality, personalized daycare for children.  
Furthermore it provides employment, and training 
opportunities. There are currently 3 people who are 
studying part time due to their involvement in the 
centre and to lose this type of opportunity in Walpole 
would be an enormous loss. 
   The committee is calling on the broader 
community to assist – not just people with small 
children or babies that currently use, or may use the 
service in the future. The roles can be interesting 
and challenging for a grandparent, or even a retired 
person who may not have a direct connection with 
the centre via a child but is looking for a way to help 
the Walpole community. It is also a fantastic way for 
younger people to gain work experience in business 
management, the child care industry or human 
resources.  
   The committee is also looking for innovative or 
different ways to reduce the load on the volunteers.

Walpole Child Care Centre likely to close  
 

In short …   
On Monday the 24 October 2011, the Walpole 
Family Centre held its annual general meeting. At 
this meeting all committee positions where declared 
vacant. Unfortunately, only 2 non committee 
members attended this meeting and a new 
committee was not formed.  
 
The Walpole Child Care Centre is a not for profit 
business that cannot operate without a 
constitutional committee. This means that there 
must be a nominated Chairperson, Secretary, 
Treasurer and at least 2 ordinary committee 
members.  All of these positions are now vacant 
with a caretaker committee in place until the 25 
November 2011 at which time the centre will close if 
nobody steps forward to fill the committee roles.  
 
A special general meeting will be held on Saturday 
19 November 2011 at 9.30am  at the centre. A new 
committee will need to be elected on this day for the 
centre to remain open. Nominations can be taken 
verbally on the day or in writing for those unable to

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Three days before he caught the second $20,000 wave of his life, Mark Mathews was hard at work … 
in New York City.  
   Mark Mathews runs seminars based on his 
big wave experiences for business groups in 
need of a kick in the pants. But in NYC that 
morning, after a night of watching the weather 
patterns on the other side of the planet, he 
couldn’t help himself. 
   Why not ask a group of New York 
investment bankers who’d never surfed in 
their lives if they thought a storm swell off 
Western Australia might be worth 48 hours of 
manic travel?? 
   “I asked them what they thought, and they 
said, ‘You’ve got to go for it!’” says this winner 
of the Biggest Wave at the 2010 Surfing Life 
Oakley Big Wave Awards. 
   So began a mad dash halfway round the 
world, which ended with Mathews riding the Southern Hemisphere’s biggest wave of 2010 with a freshly torn 
knee ligament at The Right, a fearsome slab in the deep south of West Oz. 
   “To get deep in the barrel out there you have to be in a position where you really feel like you’re too deep 
and you’re not going to make it,” says Mathews. “It goes against your body’s natural survival instinct. Getting 
smashed by this thing is probably similar to what it’d feel like rolling off a huge waterfall into crazy rapids.”  

Big wave wipeout 
   Incredible footage shot by Tim Bonython (below) of big wave surfer Mark Mathews who caught this massive 
wave and survived in South Western WA at a newly discovered wave called the RIGHT. Mark Mathews, his 
buddy surfer and cage fighter Richie Vass premiere in their feature film called FIGHTING FEAR that is 
showing around cinema's from November 10th. Tim Bonython will be showing the whole story of this swell 
from WA in his AUSTRALIAN SURF MOVIE FESTIVAL that is scheduled for late summer 2012. 
   Another incredible swell event hit Southwest Western Australia a couple of weekends ago, with a deadly 
spot about one kilometre off the coast turning on a great couple of days of waves for locals and roving slab-
hunters alike. 
   “It's really one of the world’s great waves,” said film-maker Tim Bonython who’s visited the fickle offshore 
reef numerous times before. “It’s one of the great slab waves of the Southern Hemisphere, but it’s a spot that 
can easily not deliver what we are wanting – big, slabbing barrels. This time the Right delivered. Craziness”. 
“It was way more evil than I have ever surfed it be fore,”  was how Mark Mathews described the session. 
   With a huge swell on the charts, he was back at the Right, along with  Richie Vas, Ryan Hippwood, Laurie 
Towner, Jack ‘chainsaw’ Kingsley and former AFL hardnut Phil ‘choppa’ Ried. The local boys surfed it the 

day before, but with low tides making 
for imperfect and unpredictable 
conditions, the crew had it to 
themselves. 
   Mark, who is sponsored by O’Neill 
Wetsuits,  and his entourage of 
photographers, jet ski riders, RVs 
and surf boards spent a recent 
weekend in Walpole, staying at the 
Walpole Hotel Motel, where in the 
evening they enjoyed reliving the 
excitement of the days’ surfing (right 
on our back door step) to the 
interested listeners in the bar.   
Last word on the subject : 
“We’ll be back”.

Last Friday’s Pink Ribbon Breakfast was by far 
the most outstanding in terms of amount of 
money raised, in the history of the event, dating 
back some  years.

Given the fact that the Community Hall is already set up to cater for 
such an event, it made our job that much easier to relocate the event and just ‘get on with the 
show’. 
 
This year was a bit different food-wise, in that rather than pancakes and fruit, Beryl Howe, of 
IGA, together with management of IGA, secured donations from suppliers of much of the food 
provided, cooked and served, which allowed for greater profits.  As always the “Telecentre 
elves” and many other volunteers who seem to come out of the woodwork for this particular 
event, sprang into action with little direction as to what job to tackle first, to ensure all was in 
readiness for when the first guests arrived at 8am.

as a prompt to the event.  
This saw around 200 
people come in, enjoy a 
wholesome breakfast of 
fresh fruit salad, cooked 
bacon , cheese and onion 
burgers, muffins, juice, 
coffee, tea.   
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Given that Friday was a public holiday, there was no rush and 
most people sat at the tables, socializing, enjoying brewed coffee 
in the company of family and friends.  Music played in the 
background, kids played on the stage in what was a great 
community atmosphere of togetherness.

Amendments to the Litter Act will see fines increase to five 
times the current maximum penalty. The proposed changes have 
been passed by cabinet and will go before parliament before the 
end of the year. Under the proposed changes, a new class of 
penalties will be introduced for litter which causes a public risk, 
with offenders facing a fine of up to $10,000. Higher fines 
for  litter that poses a safety risk to people, property or animals 
will include offences such as discarding of lit cigarettes, syringes 
or broken glass. 
   At the moment litterbugs get on-the-spot fines or are taken to 
court and fined $1,000. In future anyone taken to court for 
general littering, will face a $5000 fine. Broken-glass littering 
will carry a $5,000 penalty for individuals and a $10,000 fine for 
corporations under the new Public Risk laws. Transporting 
inadequately secured rubbish could incur a $500 on-the-spot fine. 
   On-the-spot littering fines for extinguished cigarette butts will 
increase from $75 to $200. 
   Environment Minister Bill Marmion said the amendments to 
the litter act followed changes to the Environmental Act in 
November that created an offence of unlawful dumping of waste 
with a fine of up to $125,000. 
   “These reforms and the 5,000 strong group of Keep Australia 
Beautiful litter reporters will place a serious deterrent on 
members of the community who continue to litter” Mr Marmion 
said. 
   Using the above fines to calculate the penalty for “those 
responsible” for the litter collected from a popular fishing spot 
on the bank of the Walpole Inlet, the offender/offenders would 
likely be up for upwards of $10,000. 

Walpole has many citizens concerned 
with keeping our pristine Wilderness and waterways Litter Free. 
Is It Really Worth the risk of being caught? 

Litter fines increased ... 

 Tangaroa Blue Ocean Care Society was formed in 2004 to 
address marine debris washing up on Western Australia's south 
west coast. Since then over 6500 volunteers from around 
Australia and New Zealand have joined in to help remove marine 
debris and collect data on what is impacting our coastline and 
marine environment. With more than 930,000 pieces of marine 
debris removed and itemised in the database, this is the only 
detailed national database on marine debris in Australia. The 
data has been used by local, state and federal government 
agencies including the CSIRO, industry bodies and communities 
to find practical ways of stopping marine debris from ending up 
in our oceans in the first place. 
Volunteers are invited to join the program by registering a 
section of their local coastline and running regular beach clean 
ups. The section can be 100m and longer and can be done at 
least once a month.  
Tangaroa Blue is able to provide data sheets, education kits and 
training on how to collect the data. We are also able to help with 
promotion of clean ups through our website 
www.oceancare.org.au and other social media networks. We 
also have a schools program where each school will be provided 
with a page that they are able to provide the content for giving 
them a way to showcase their project and compare their findings 
with schools around Australia.  
Heidi Taylor is the co-founder of Tangaroa Blue Ocean Care 
Society and will do a presentation before the screening about 
the WA Marine Debris Project.  Wooz and Suz will be serving 
light snacks and meals from 6pm prior to the screening.  Please 
RSVP Dave Tapley on 9840 1170 to ascertain numbers.
