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Water Corporation’s bbme Smart Program has

proved that even water conscious people canmsiitove
their water efficiency.

Staff members at the Department of Water are artioang
4,600 householders in the Great Southern who have
joined the Home Smart Program to share ideas and
challenge each other to reduce their water use.
Thirteen staff members in the South Coast Regifioeof
have started charting their own household water use
The lowest water user at the start of there Smart
challenge, Regional Manager Chris Gunby, was researd
with a gift of wine from local organic winery, Orjan
Tractor. The lowest water use was 81 litres pgr da
compared to the highest at 692 litres per day.
Department staff member Kathryn Sinclair said
individuals can now see how their water use congptre
others in the office.

“It is really interesting to see how water use person
can be so different and how we can all save wasée”
said.

H,ome Smart is a free and voluntary 12 month water
saving program from the Water Corporation and the
Federal Government's Water for the Future initatiVhe
program is helping households to reduce their wager
and encourage water efficiency in the Great Sonther
Water Corporation Regional Manager, David Hughes-
Owen said participating households are having their
meters read every six weeks to track their water us
“We're hoping to see the water usage of participaaite
a dive over the coming 12 months,” he said.

The Home Smart team has been contacting households
who use scheme water in Albany, Cranbrook, Denmark,
Frankland, Kendenup, Narrikup, Mount Barker and
Walpole to get them to sign up to the program #ed t
response so far has been great.

The program also includes free waterwise products,
replacing an inefficient single flush toilet withdaal

flush toilet, two water efficient showerheads, ftap
aerators, and the repair of visibly leaking tapd tmilets
inside the home by a licensed plumber.

Households on scheme water in the Lower Great
Southern can join thedme Smart program at any.
