work alarming

One can vividly recall 70 years ago, the trips from  
Manjimup to Walpole, father’s Ford slewing along the 
narrow roughly formed gravel track. Today’s travel  
experience is a welcome contrast. 
However, on a recent trip to Manjimup it was quite  
startling to see the width of forest clearing in progress 
on the Manjimup to Pemberton turn-off section of the 
SW Highway.  
This work is now set in stone. But what are the  
implications for the future planning stages south 
through the Shannon, D’Entrecasteaux and Walpole-
Nornalup National Parks? This route now comprises 2 
x 3m sealed lanes with varying nominal 1m gravel 
shoulders, giving a tree clear width of some 8-9m 
through karri forest  (some trees abut the shoulders).  
Creek and river bridges have recently been widened,  
presumably with future works in mind, to 8.2m width 
between vehicle deflecting steel guardrails. 
The new order of works underway south to the 
Pemberton turnoff, if extended through the three  
National Parks, effectively increases the width of trees 
cleared from the existing  8–9m  to 23 m.(banks on the 
high cut side in places do offer some clearing  
reductions, the bank itself deflecting vehicles).  
Nevertheless this order of clearing if pursued by Main 
Roads will put at risk some hundreds of karri and even 
tingles before eventually exiting the Walpole-Nornalup  
National Park. 
With current 3m sealed lane widths there are  
legitimate concerns about sealed edge fretting into 
gravel, particularly for trucks, buses & caravans.  
A few trees abutting shoulders, if unprotected, remain 
an issue. A decade ago when this was reviewed with 
Main Roads they were planning a 30cm sealed width 
extension either side to allow clear edge marking and 
fretting protection.   
It is now important that further options be considered, 
options which provide a better balance between current 
Main Roads clearing and the protection of that unique 
travel experience through our magnificent forests. An 
experience that helps give Walpole its special quality. 
Main Roads’ officers are sensitive to the issues  
involved. They promise consultation through the next 
planning stage.
