The Bendigo Bank has installed a 24-hour ATM on 
the front wall of the St John’s Ambulance building 
in Nockolds Street.

The ATM has a canopy over it for protection from 
the weather and lighting for all-night use. 
It provides a full service including international 
transactions.  
Jenny Willcox, the CEO of the Community  
Resource Centre which operates a branch of Bendigo 
Bank, said it would be a wonderful new service for 
local residents and for tourists. 
“It will also be a great relief for the hotel, where they 
have been providing a cash-out facility for their  
customers for a long time, and will provide a cash-
flow relief for the two in-house ATM’s in the fuel 
outlets” Jenny said.  
“It’s been a long time coming. The need for an ATM 
was first raised in 2004 when negotiations began 
with Mount Barker Community Bank with a view to 
establishing a branch and at that time, an ATM.   
“Extensive surveys confirmed the need for one, but 
it wasn’t until the security company Chubb took 
over the contract of cash supply, that the subject 
could be re-visited and progressed. 
“For anyone who wants more than an ATM we will 
continue operating the branch in the Community  
Resource Centre.  

“A large signboard has been installed on the north 
wall of the building to show it is there and the 
Bendigo Bank flag is now flying permanently from 
one of our flag poles.”

Crook in weak position in 
election dealing 

 

Tony Crook may want to sit on the cross benches but the 
reality is that is a very weak position in the current  
situation. 
If the coalition wins the support of the four independents 
they will not need Crook, and nor will Labor if they win 
three of the independents and the Greens’ Adam Bandt. 
Unless he is prepared to ally himself with Labor, which 
seems highly unlikely, Crook has to promise his future 
votes to the coalition to achieve his declared aim of  
increased funding for the regions. If they form a  
Government, he will have won. If not, his regional  
funding goes out the window. It’s a gamble, but it is  
better than sitting on the cross benches and being sure of 
getting nothing. 
Meanwhile, the most recent voting in the seat maintains a 
comfortable win for Crook. 
Former sitting Liberal Wilson Tuckey picked up more 
votes in the Pre-poll and Absentee voting but did not do 
as well in the Postal Voting. The figures now put Tuckey 
on 28,995, Crook on 22,190, ALP on 13,111 and Greens 
on 6745. 
When the ALP and Greens preferences are counted along 
with about 2,000 votes garnered by the smaller party and 
independent candidates, Crook has 40,918 and Tuckey 
35,337.

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“Most graziers in the high rainfall zones of WA are not using 
their pastures to the best of their  
advantage”. 
That’s the message coming from Business Consultant and 
Educator Chris Scheid, of PrincipleFocus in Adelaide, on a 
recent tour of the WA medium to high rainfall zones with 
local grower groups. 
“From my experience in working with graziers in South 
Eastern Australia, grazing management  
practices appear to be similar to many in the medium to high 
rainfall zones of WA.  WA graziers are missing out on pro-
ductivity and profitability gains”, Chris said. 
“In SE Australia, we renovate our ‘permanent’  
pastures every 7 to 10 years.  But we often fail to ask the 
question ‘why have they declined’?  When we do ask this 
question, we are often quick to blame the season, or pasture 
species but in many circumstances we fail to recognise that 
our own grazing  
management has contributed to the decline of  
perennial pastures”.  

Potential for better pastures in high 
rainfall areas, says consultant 

“For those of my clients who are willing to accept that their 
own grazing management is part of the problem (and wish 
to make improvements), there’s no reason why the next 
time perennial pastures are sown that it is the last time they 
are sown – permanent perennial pastures.”   
To enable resown pastures to be ‘permanent’ Chris said that 
he discusses with clients the need for  
grazing management practices to be altered. 
“I teach and work one on one with clients on  
establishing and understanding a set of cell grazing princi-
ples” said Chris 
Cell grazing or ‘wagon wheel’ grazing,  after the  
description of a water point at a cell centre and fences radi-
ating out from the cell centre,  involves moving livestock 
according to plant growth rates.   
“When plants are growing slowly, livestock move slower.  
Faster plant growth requires faster moves.   
It is different to ‘rotational grazing’.  Many  
rotational graziers move according to livestock  
performance – moving livestock every 2 or 3 days results in 
good livestock performance.    
“It’s a more holistic focus with cell grazing – getting every-
thing in balance – livestock production and performance, 
pastures production and persistence, business and people” 
said Chris.    

The permanent pasture productivity and profitability im-
provements arise as a result of improving pasture utilisation - 
more, smaller paddocks means bigger  
mobs of livestock utilise more of the grass that is grown and 
more grass is grown because more of it is resting at any one 
time. 
“Some of the pasture utilisation rate improvements are stag-
gering – from 20% or 30% up to 40%” said Chris. 
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Chris said that the usual cost to set up new cell  
grazing fencing and watering points is equivalent to a year’s 
capital spent on pasture fertiliser.   
“I find that many clients are happy to forego one year’s fer-
tiliser, invest this capital into grazing  
management infrastructure (fencing and water) with the 
knowledge that this is a once-off investment and then by 
following a well defined set of cell grazing management 
principles, clients will see permanent pasture productivity 
and profitability   improvements”.   

 THREE YEAR JOURNEY 
This week, three years ago, I commenced writing this col-
umn in the Walpole Weekly. I am grateful to the Newspaper 
for this opportunity and appreciative of reader’s comments. 
Some readers will know that each week’s article is based on 
a passage of Scripture set to be read on Sunday in main-line 
Churches across Australia.
