The fire that threatened houses in Boronia Ridge on  
Friday has raised several serious issues relating to fire 
safety. 
No-one was injured and no properties were damaged, but 
firefighters and local residents are saying it could have 
been a lot worse if it had been a hotter day and there had 
been any wind. 
They are also saying that a big part of the problem was 
Shire of Manjimup-controlled firebreaks had not been 
properly maintained and that some owners of vacant 
blocks should do more to keep down the level of fuel on 
their properties. 
The fact that there is only one road into and out of  
Boronia Ridge was highlighted as a potentially dangerous 
bottleneck in future fires and the lack of communications 
with the general public, particularly people driving along 
the highway, was also seen as a major problem. 
The fire began on Country Club land on Friday morning, 
jumped the Walpole River and ran along the Bibbulman 
Track parallel with several houses before turning and 
spreading over a wider area.  
The houses most threatened were those owned by the  
Perpolis, Clarks, McKinlays and  Burtons. 
It rapidly became a very hot fire and one resident reported 
seeing flames leaping half as high again above 20-30 ft 
trees. At one stage it encroached about 15 m onto the 
Clark’s block and 10 m onto the block of  another  
unoccupied house. 
Those involved say it was extremely fortunate that,  
although it was not on DEC-controlled land, DEC  
equipment was available and DEC crews were also called 
in from other areas. George Doust from DEC controlled 
the fire-fighting operations. Together with the Walpole 
Fire and Emergency Services and Walpole Volunteer 
Bush Fire Brigade units they were able to put in firebreaks 
and contain the fire. 

Serious issues raised by 
Boronia Ridge fire 

The South West Highway had to be closed to traffic and 
there was no detour route available as visitors with no  
knowledge of the area could not be sent along  
un-signposted gravel roads through the National Park. 
Nor was there any way of communicating with the  
people in the banked-up vehicles who did not know why 
they had been stopped or what they were expected to do. 
At one stage the ABC News was reporting that Boronia 
Ridge might have to be evacuated and this caused  
concern to residents, but it was later stated that this was 
never a consideration. While the fire burned for several 
hours the first priority had been to keep it away from the 
houses and this had been successful. 
There was also confusion about the location of the fire. 
At one stage people travelling from Manjimup towards 
Walpole were told the fire was at the Deep River. 
One suggestion now being made is that there should be a 
local radio frequency available to which residents and 
visitors can tune to obtain accurate information in an 
emergency. 
The positives seen by the people involved are the  
availability of the DEC staff and equipment (because it 
was not being used for other fires) and that some owners 
of vacant blocks had their land burned off by the local 
volunteer fire brigades last year. 
It is being recommended that all land owners in the sub-
division should now consider burning off their blocks 
before summer. 
Generally the feeling is that the residents of Boronia 
Ridge were extremely lucky for a variety of reasons,  
especially the relatively cool weather, but it could have 
been a lot worse, and some serious issues now need to be 
addressed before similar fires occur at Boronia Ridge, or 
anywhere locally, in the future.

Plastic bag ban for 
Walpole? 
The Pioneer Store is seeking to gauge the  
community’s view on whether to ban plastic bags at 
their checkouts. 
The store has been approached by a number of  
locals about this issue and for a 2-week period  
starting on Saturday (October 2), will be inviting its 
customers to record a vote “Yes” or “No”. 
It will not be an easy decision for the Pioneer Store, 
or any other Walpole retail outlet, to make. 
While there is a growing tendency to ban plastic 
bags, this is usually in places where shops have 
regular customers who know what to expect and 
bring alternative bags with them. 
The problem for shops in Walpole is that the biggest 
slice of their business is visitors, who will not know 
plastic bags are banned until they arrive at the shop 
door, and could be inconvenienced and put off  
buying locally. 
If there is strong support for a ban on plastic bags 
the store will clearly have to take this into  
consideration, but if there is not, there will be little 
point in them even considering the matter.

Warning on fire risk 
in dry conditions 
 
Fire and Emergency Services are warning that  
current conditions are a lot drier than those in  
previous years.  
Community Emergency Services Manager Brett 
Finlay said people doing burns on their property 
should be aware that fires will burn quicker and 
move faster as the vegetation is drier. 
They should make sure they have good firebreaks 
and sufficient water nearby to put the fire out. 
Before burning, the local authority should be  
contacted to see what restrictions were in place and 
whether a permit was required. 
If smoke is seen, the FESA web site has information 
about known fires with links to the DEC web site 
which has information on prescribed burning. 
Mr Finlay said anyone who sees flames but no  
emergency services personnel or landowners tending 
to the fire should ring triple zero immediately.

New building policy reflects 
Nornalup’s unique character  
New residential building guidelines being considered for 
Nornalup include maintaining the older-style of houses 
along Riverside Drive with newer homes on MacPherson 
Drive. 
The Draft Policy, which is being discussed by the  
Denmark Shire Council at its meetings this month, will 
not be binding  but sets out what the Shire wants to 
achieve in approving new building applications. 
Its aim is to protect and enhance the unique character of 
the Nornalup settlement. 
Among the proposals are a maximum building height of 
two storey's, plus an undercroft where the slope makes 
this possible.  
Roofs should be of a size similar to existing roofs, no 
boundary parapet walls will be permitted and new  
buildings must be aligned square to the street consistent 
with existing buildings. 
Materials and colours for new buildings should  
complement the existing building characteristics along 
Riverside Drive and modern, contemporary along 
MacPherson Drive. 
The Council recognises some older existing houses will 
not meet future demands and substantial change or  
replacement of these buildings may occur.  
New residences will have to respond sympathetically to 
the existing landscapes and topography. Cutting and  
filling of sites will be kept to an absolute minimum. 
“The existing building stock of Nornalup contributes  
significantly to the special character of Nornalup,” the 
draft policy says. “The retention, conservation and  
adaptation of existing buildings should be encouraged 
over demolition.  
“Those buildings that are unable to be restored and are 
required to be removed should be replaced with a building 
consistent with the immediate character of the locality. 
“Given the historical character and development patterns 
of Riverside Drive any alterations or additions should  
preserve the existing character of the buildings and  
streetscape and should not detract from the significance of 
the place. Additions should generally not attempt to  
replicate  historical details but create a contemporary  
solution that is considerate of the existing building.”

Three vivid styles in 
Tree Top exhibition 
 
 
Three very different and interesting artists are featured in 
the Bendigo Bank Great Southern Art Trail exhibition 
currently showing at the Tree Top Walk. 
Lyn Jollye, from North Walpole, (pictured right with 
Jenny Willcox and Ros Quin at the official opening on 
Friday) has a unique view of the local  scene which often 
looks at the detail rather the broader picture.  
Her subjects may be  a single feather of a red-tailed black 
cockatoo, twigs on a tree, the bark, leaves and nuts of a 
karri tree or the pattern formed by rounded rocks and  the 
sharply etched channels of a fresh water stream running 
across a local beach, but her treatment of them is unique 
and certain to hold the attention and exercise the thought 
processes of the observer. 
As Lyn herself said at the official opening ceremony, an 
exhibition like this provides a great opportunity for local 
people to view her work which is normally sold through 
her studio or through outlets in Perth. 
Alongside Lyn’s paintings are a totally different style of 
painting by  Colleen Lutz and ceramics by Mary  
Wallace, both Denmark artists. 
This is the first exhibition for Colleen and introduces a 
very colourful, vivid style with a strong emphasis on light 
and colour. 
One of her paintings, a study of pelicans, was one of the 
first to display a red “sold sticker”. 
Mary, who has an international reputation and recently 
returned from displaying some of her techniques in  
Korea, provides for this exhibition two collections of 
dishes, bowls and vases in quite distinctive colours and 
design.  
One collection is in pale greens and blues with wave-like 
patterns flowing through soft, rounded lines, and the 
other is more contrasting browns and lighter tones with 
more aggressive shapes and patterns. 
The exhibition is one of more than 60 throughout the  
region as part of the Art trail and is open from 10 am to 3 
pm daily until October 9.
