This year marks the centenary 
of the Walpole-Nornalup  
National Park, Western  
Australia’s third area of land to 
be officially set aside for  
conservation. 
In March, 1910, a Ministerial 
party led by James Mitchell 
(pictured right), came to  
Nornalup to assess the  
district’s potential for  
agriculture and timber. Upon 
rowing up the Frankland River to Monastery Landing, 
they were awed by the extraordinary beauty of the river 
and surrounding forest. An on-the-spot decision was 
made to set aside the area for conservation.   
Subsequently, 370 hectares alongside the Frankland River 
were declared an A Class Reserve on 30 September, 
1910.  This reserve would later become what is now  
Walpole-Nornalup National Park.  
Since its humble beginnings, other parcels of surrounding 
land have been added to the national park throughout the 
past century and today it spans over 19,000 hectares.  
The park also forms part of the expansive Walpole  
Wilderness. 
In order to celebrate the momentous centenary of the 
Walpole-Nornalup National Park, community members 
have banded together to organize a celebration day at 
Nornalup on Saturday 2 October.  

National Park’s 100th birthday to 
be celebrated next month 

The celebration will include a rare opportunity to peruse 
historical displays including memorabilia of the  
Bellanger and Thompson families.  
The Nornalup Community Hall will be open early  
afternoon and official proceedings will follow with live 
music and afternoon tea. Everyone is welcome. Times are 
still being confirmed and a more detailed itinerary will be 
published in coming weeks. For more information,  
contact DEC on 98400400. 
In addition to the park’s centenary, later this year the 
Nornalup Residents and Ratepayers Association will be 
celebrating the 100 year anniversary of Nornalup on 21 
November with a theme of ‘Back to Nornalup’.

Adventure race to be 
held in October 
 
A two-day “Adventure Race” will be held over a  
secret course between Denmark and Walpole on the 
weekend of October 9-10, 2010. 
Adventure racing is a multi discipline sport that is 
experiencing massive growth in Australia as a new 
way to exercise and enjoy the great outdoors. 
Often referred to as ‘off road triathlons’, adventure 
race events involve a variety of outdoor sports such 
as mountain biking, running / trekking, abseiling, 
climbing and  kayaking over ‘off road’ terrain. 
Events  typically lead competitors on a journey 
through spectacular scenery in a friendly,  
non-competitive atmosphere where participants  
engage because they enjoy the challenges, the  
adventures and the rewards they deliver. 
The Denmark Adventure Race has been designed for 
beginner / intermediate level athletes and will  
include two days of racing over 200km of mixed  
terrain. 
It will include running, ocean/river paddling,  
mountain biking, navigation and ropes activities. 
The course will be revealed at a briefing 12 hours 
before the  race which will start and finish in  
Denmark. 
Teams of four athletes will compete with the option 
of only 3 team mates on the course at any one time. 
Stage 1 on Saturday  is expected to take 10-16hrs, 
and stage 2 on Sunday 7-12hrs. 
Each team needs to be self sufficient with its own 
equipment and support crew to help with logistics. 
Entries are expected from all over the State including 
some highly skilled and experienced athletes.

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At its meeting tomorrow (Thursday) Manjimup 
Shire Council is expected to give “in principle” 
approval for a lease over a portion of Reserve 21030 
in Latham Avenue, Walpole, for the purpose of 
establishing a community garden. 
The proposed project will be advertised in the  
W  alpole Weekly to enable community feedback 
and Great Southern GP Network will be asked to 
prepare a management plan to meet several ques-
tions posed by the Counmcil’s staff. 
Great Southern GP Network and  Walpole Silver 
Chain have obtained funding through the ‘Wellness 
in the Walpole Wilderness Project’ for a community 
garden and in the future, a Men’s Shed.  
(See also the Silver Chain advertisement on Pages 
12  and 13) 
A report to the Council says Community gardens are 
increasingly popular, particularly in urban centres, as 
private open space has decreased with the increasing 
population densities. They have proven to have 
enormous social benefits and highly effective as a 
community development tool. 
The site is proposed to be located adjacent to the 
Walpole Sport and Recreation Centre, placing it near 
to the proposed aged accommodation and the  
primary school. 
It is in an ideal location for access to the garden by 
the elderly either living at the proposed aged  
accommodation or using the Silver Chain services.  
GSGPN have been liaising with the principal of the 
primary school who has indicated they support the 
proposal and would utilise the facilities as part of 
classroom activities.  
The area being proposed is approximately 3000m2 
and overlaps the Walpole Sport and Recreation  
Association’s lease. The purpose for this is to enable 
the capture of water from the Recreation Centre’s 
roof. 
Centre management have also indicated their  
support for the project and are willing to share their 
facilities, such as the toilets and kitchen. 
Infrastructure proposed, at this stage, includes a 
187,000 litre water tank, retaining wall, fencing and 
a Men’s Shed as a second stage development. 
The Men’s Shed has not come before the Council at 
this stage and will be the subject of a further  
application.

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Story of bushfire on film at Tree-Top Walk 

A film that tells the story of fire in the forest and 
reveals the science behind efforts to recreate an-
cient burn patterns with mosaic burning is now 
screening at the Valley of the Giants Tree Top 
Walk near Walpole. 
The 15-minute film, Walpole Fire Mosaic, is being 
shown in the Outdoor Classroom at the Tree Top 
Walk. 
DEC senior principal research scientist Dr Neil 
Burrows said the Walpole Fire Mosaic Project team 
was investigating whether the resulting patchwork 
left a variety of habitats that benefited the diversity 
of both flora and fauna while also reducing the 
damaging impacts of wildfires. 
”Regular burning to create smaller patches means 
that, at landscape scales, habitat is diversified 
across areas and through time,” Dr Burrows said. 

“This results in greater  
opportunity for animals, big 
and small, to escape to a 
nearby patch that meets their 
requirements and to be able 
to recolonise a burnt area 
after fire. 
“Research done so far has 
shown invertebrates in  
particular benefit from this 
fire regime.” 
The Walpole Fire Mosaic 
Project has been running in 
the Walpole area for six 
years and combines the  
expertise of DEC scientists 
from several disciplines, PhD 
students, volunteers and 
DEC operational staff.  
Test sites are located in the 
Walpole-Nornalup National 
Park and the research  
includes testing three  
vegetation types with three 
fire regimes: standard  
practice of regular fuel  
reduction burning, no burn-
ing, and fire mosaic, or  
patch-burning. 
As well as telling the story of 
fire in the environment the 
film will outline the aims, 
methods and outcomes of the 
Walpole Fire Mosaic Project.
